Properties  

XC360 is a compact 'Fire and extinguishing control panel' with an integrated 'Extinguishing 
I/O card'. The detector line can be implemented in a loop or stub topology. 

XC361-ZA supports 126 addressable devices over 1 loop or 2 stubs (C-NET). 

XC3610-AA / XC3610-FA supports 126 addressable devices over 1 loop or 2 stubs (FDnet). 

Devices such as automatic fire detectors, alarm devices, input/output modules and manual 
call point/manual release buttons from the 'CerberusÊ FIT' or 'CerberusÊ PRO' peripheral 
portfolios can be connected to C-NET detector line. Devices from the 'SintesoÊ' peripheral 
portfolios in the same product group can be connected to FDnet detector line. 

Max. 32 addressable devices can be connected to a single stub as per EN 54-2.

ǒ Use the 'XC360 Panel Configurator' software to configure the 'Fire and extinguishing 
control panel'. Customer texts, individual devices, and output controllers can be adapted 
as needed. 

ǒ Monitors the detector line for short-circuit and open lines: 

ï Identify the exact location of the fault. 

ï No devices on the detector line are lost in the event of a single point short-circuit on 
the loop. 

ǒ Query up to 2000 events using various criteria. 

ǒ Automatic changeover to summertime and wintertime. 

ǒ Enter up to 18 characters for individual device texts. 

ǒ Choose between 'Manned' and 'Unmanned' operation modes. 

ǒ Integrated service notification. 

ǒ Displays alarm and extinguishing events on the LCD in a separate view either in real-
time or on demand, depending on event priority.

No. Description  Color  Status  Function  

1 LCD screen - - ǒ Displays events with time, type, and customer 
text. 

ǒ Displays pre-configured 'Alarm Verification' / 
'Investigation Time' status. 

ǒ Displays the pre-discharge warning time status for 
the extinguishing process. 

ǒ Used as part of PMI for panel configuration. 

2 Alarm indicator Red On Indicates the panel is in 'Alarm' condition. 

3 System on Green On Indicates the panel operational. 

4 System fault Yellow On Indicates a system fault. 

5 General fault Yellow On Indicates a fault event. 

6 Manned/unmanned Yellow On The panel is in 'Manned' operation. 

Off The panel is in 'Unmanned' operation. 

7 Alarm delay off Yellow Flashing The panel is in the investigation phase of AVC 
process.  

8 Isolation Yellow On Indicates 'Isolation' events. 

9 Test Yellow On Indicates one or more devices are in test mode. 

10 More alarms Red Flashing More than two alarm events. 

11 Acknowledge Yellow Flashing ǒ The panel has 'Alarm' / 'Fault' events to be 
acknowledged.

ǒ 'Technical Dev.' or 'Tech. latched' devices are 
activated. 

12 Reset Yellow Flashing Acknowledged events waiting for reset. 

13 Active Red On Alarm sounders are being activated in the panel. 

Note: Alarm sounders are different from the 
extinguishing sounders. 

14 Silence Red On At least one alarm sounder is silenced. 

15 Fault/off Yellow On All alarm sounders are disabled. 

Flashing At least one alarm sounder is in fault. 

16 RT Fire active/FBG 
called 

Red On Depending on the configuration. 

ǒ Option 1: 'RT fire' output is activated. 

ǒ Option 2: 'Fire brigade' is called. 

17 RT Fire fault/off Yellow On All 'RT fire' devices are disabled. 

Flashing One or more 'RT fire' devices are in fault. 

18 Pre-activated Red On Indicates the extinguishing process is in  
'Pre-activated' state. 

19 Activated Red On Indicates the extinguishing process is in 'Activated' 
state. 

20 Released Red On Depending on the configuration, the panel is in 
'Released' state when receiving: 

ǒ The pressure switch signal or 

ǒ The triggering of the extinguishing signal output 

Flashing The panel is in 'Released' state but does not receive 
the pressure switch signal within the configured 
pressure switch waiting time. 

The response depends on the configuration of the 
'Pressure switch timeout behavior' property in the 
'XC360 Panel Configurator' tool. 

21 Automatic blocked Yellow On Indicates the panel is in automatic blocked mode. 

22 Manual blocked Yellow On Indicates the panel is in manual blocked mode. 

23 Mechanical blocked Yellow On Indicates the panel is in mechanical blocked mode. 

24 Fault Yellow On Indicates the presence of at least one extinguishing 
related fault.  

25 Disable Yellow On Indicates the presence of at least one extinguishing-
related 'Isolation' event. 

26 Sounder fault Yellow On Indicates at least one extinguishing sounder is in fault 
status. 

27 Loss of agent Yellow On Indicates a 'Loss of agent' event. 

28 Incorrect status Yellow On Indicates the selector valve or mechanical blocking 
device is not in an 'open' or 'closed' position.

29 Emergency hold Yellow On Indicates an 'Emerg. hold' device is activated. 

Flashing Indicates the 'Emerg. hold' device is malfunctioning. 

30 Emergency abort Yellow On Indicates an 'Emerg. abort' device is activated.
